Desired Outcome: Quality assurance and 
accountability is integrated into and 
throughout Missouri’s Early Childhood 
System. 
Goals: State and local communities use 
cross-sector data for planning, analysis, 
decision-making, and evaluation. 

The fourth quarterly call/webinar 
with the local/regional stakeholder 
teams for 2015 was held on 
November 18, 2015.  The topic was 
Public Awareness. Morgan McAboy 
Young with the Department of 
Health and Senior Services, Office 
of Public Information and Paula 
Cunningham with the Children’s 
Trust Fund presented on how to use 
social media and ideas for April 
which is Child Abuse and Neglect 
Prevention month.

Long-Term Activity: Ensure that best 
practice standards and protocols for 
screening young children for emotional, 
social and behavioral risk factors, 
including the use of culturally appropriate 
tools and processes, are integrated into the 
comprehensive early childhood system. 

The planning committee working on 
the spring 2016 parent leadership 
event has expanded to include the 
Children’s Division, Missouri Kids 
Count, and the Head Start State 
Collaboration Office.  The committee 
has met on October 27, 2015; 
November 4, 2015; November 13, 
2015; November 17, 2015; and 
December 14, 2015.  Funding from 
DHSS-ECCS, CTF, and DHSS-
MIECHV will be put into a bid to 
contract with an entity to put on the 
event.
