Governance and Leadership:

Goals: The governance structure supports
coordination and collaboration for an
integrated comprehensive system.

The ECCS Program Coordinator
worked with the St. Louis Regional
Early Childhood Council,
ParentLink at MU, and the DHSS
Epidemiology Team to submit the
ECCS Impact grant application to
HRSA. If awarded it will replace
the current ECCS grant that
expires on July 31, 2016. This grant
has an overall aim of increasing by
25% the number of 3 year old
children in a place based
community (St. Louis City and
County) at the appropriate
developmental skill level within 5
years. This is for $426,600 per year
for 5 years. There will only be 15
awards across the country.

March 14, 2016

Goal: Fiscal resources are coordinated
from federal, state, and local sources,
both public and private, to ensure the
most effective, efficient and accountable
use of funds.

ECCS along with MIECHV piloted a
Continuous Quality Improvement
(CQI) initiative in Joplin in
November. The purpose of this was
for the MIECHYV program to be able
to gather more community input for
CQI purposes. This was done in a
World Café format and was very
successful. We will begin doing this
quarterly. The second session of this
pilot was completed on February
25, 2016 on the topic of
transportation.

Additionally, on
March 18, 2016, a new FOA was
received for the FFY 2016 MIECHV
Innovation Awards. This competitive
FOA will award approximately 10
cooperative agreements with a
maximum of $2,000,000 individually
or $4,000,000 for multi-applicant
collaboration for innovative projects to
strengthen and improve the delivery of
MIECHV-funded early childhood
home visiting services to eligible
families, and is due on May 17, 2016.
