SUBJECT: Reimbursement to Parent/Resource Parent 
 
DISCUSSION:  
 
The purpose of this memorandum is to inform staff that reimbursement to parents or 
resource parents for child care services authorized through FAMIS/FACES is no longer 
allowed. All child care providers must be DSS compliant and accept direct payment for 
services.  

In limited situations, authorized child care services may be approved for reimbursement 
to parents or resource parents for child care provided to Protective Service children 
residing out-of-state. Reimbursement to a parent for child care services paid to a child 
care provider should only be authorized when an out-of-state child care provider is 
unwilling to accept direct payment.  The Children’s Services supervisor must approve 
any child care reimbursements made to the resource parents.
