The QDW inconme standard is absolute. An individual cannot "spend
down" to become eligible.

Include in the assistance group the claimnt and the claimant's
spouse (if living together).

assi stance group even if the spouse is receiving another type of

assi stance. Exclude all incone of the spouse from AFDC, SP, SAB, SNC
and GR grants.

Eligibility for Oher Assistance

QDW eligibles must not be otherwi se eligible for Medicaid. Wen an

i ndi vidual applies for QDW, explore eligibility for other types of
assistance. Record the determination of ineligibility for other assistance
on the IM2. If the claimant is eligible for any other type of assistance,
s/he is not eligible for QDW.

NOTE: If it appears the claimant is MA eligible, a disability
determ nation by MRT is required.

Transfer of Property
Transfer of property is not an eligibility factor for the QOW program
Citizenship, Residency, Social Security Number

Wen
pendi ng applications for QODW becone delinquent, workers will receive a
notice through the S020 print subsystem Wrkers nmust enter one of the
following delay codes in Field 11 (Presunptive Eligibility) of |MJ5:

a. A - Agency Del ay.
Use this code when the case is not processed tinely due to an agency
del ay.

b. C - Client Delay.

Use this code when the case is not processed tinely due to a del ay
that is strictly the fault of the clai mant.

c. H - Hearing or Court Decision Delay.

Use this code only when an administrative hearing or court decision
orders that an application be registered back to the original date
of application.

Ent er del ay codes on pendi ng applications using case action code 96
in Field 5 (Case Action). The only entry required is the
appropriate delay code.

Assi stance Group

Al though QWB eligibility is determi ned on an individual basis, the
i ncome and resources of certain household nenbers are consi dered
when establishing need.

Those whose i ncone and resources are to be considered are:

t he cl ai mant;
the claimnt's spouse, if living together; and
Part A eligible dependent children in the hone.

NOTE: Dependent children are not considered in the assistance group
with a Part A eligible parent unless they are also eligible for Part
A Medi care.

Part A Medicare eligible dependent children (under age 18) of
parents who are ineligible for QB are subject to the deeni ng
procedures of Medical Assistance for Disabled Children. See Section
X1l of this chapter.

For married couples living together, include both in the assistance
group, even if one is receiving another type of assistance.

Al'l income, earned and unearned, that is considered for the Medica
Assi stance programis al so considered for QvB. Refer to pp. 5b-14 of
this chapter for specific inclusions. Additionally, BP grants
received by the claimant or his/her spouse are included in the QB
budget .

I ncone Exenptions/ Deducti ons

Al'l incone exenptions used for Medical Assistance budgeting apply
for the QWB program Also exclude the follow ng cash grants: AFDC
SP, SAB, GR, and SNC.

In addition, as a result of federal |egislation, effective January
1, 1991, cost of living (COLA) increases in OASDI and SSI which are
received in January of each year cannot be considered on the QVB
budget until the effective date of the Federal Poverty guidelines in
April of the sane year.

This means, for QVB budgets only, use the old anpunt of OASDI or SS
for January through March of each year. Use the increased amunts of
OASDI and SSI beginning in April of each year, at the same tine the
i ncreased i ncome standards are effective.

Conpl eti on of the QVB budget

Comput e the QVB budget using the | M 30A. QWB budgeting procedures
foll ow those of Medical Assistance (found in this chapter) with the
foll owi ng exception: No deduction fromincone is allowed for nedica
i nsurance prem uns on the QWB budget. This includes the SM premn uns
for Medicare.

For each applicant, the worker must consider gross incone of the
assi stance group, mnus all allowable deductions. The resulting net
income is conpared to the QWB standard (based on assi stance group
size) to determine eligibility.

If net income exceeds the standard, the claimant is not eligible. If
net income is equal to or less than the standard, the claimnt is
eligible.

NOTE: In Medicaid vendor cases, where the claimant is eligible
due to a division of assets, the QVWB resource maxi mum for a
coupl e ($6000) still applies.

4, Transfer of Property

Penalties for transfer of property will be inposed for QB as
for other adult prograns:

a. Transfers prior to July 1, 1989

When making a determ nation of penalty for transfers
that occurred prior to July 1, 1989, use the policy
outlined in Chap. X, Sect. IX pp. 1-11. |If the QwB
applicant is also a recipient of Medicaid vendor
paynments or SNC cash paynments, determ ne the penalty
period using the guidelines for the vendor or SNC cash
case, and apply the sane penalty to the QB case. |If
the claimant is a recipient of MA, GR, SP, SSI only, or
QWB only, use the average Medical Assistance paynent in
determining the | ength of any penalty period.

b. Transfers after July 1, 1989

Transfers occurring July 1, 1989, or |ater do not affect
QWB eligibility.

The eligibility factors of citizenship, residency, and socia
security nunber for the QWB program foll ow the guidelines as
outlined in Chapter Xl, Sections |I and I

NOTE: Lawful Tenporary Residents (LTR) are not eligible as QvB
reci pi ents.
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
